b. Emergency Level First Aid certification

c. Boat Rescue or Bronze Medallion Swimming

d. Appropriate National Coaching Certification Program (NCCP) Theory

2. Wages.  Head instructors receive a wage of $18 per hour plus a bonus of $2 per hour when the instructor completes the season.  Assistant instructors receive a wage of $15 per hour plus a bonus of $2 per hour when the instructor completes the season.
