· Offer billeting to coaches

· Community support and/or support from club directors and members 

· Dedicated volunteer(s) willing to market and administrate program

· Able to provide 1 mature volunteer (15 yrs or older), or hire 1 additional trained coach to assist BC Sailing's coaches

· If a volunteer without prior coaching experience, it is highly recommended he/she attend an Optimist coach development clinic in Vancouver. Each community may send one volunteer to receive this training FREE. Schedule to be announced on BC Sailing website in January.

· Have plans and a means to offer youth sailing programs without the help of the mobile sailing school in subsequent years, or in the near future (2 – 3 years)



	Application process:

4. Begin registering students

5. A “healthy” number of students must be registered at least four weeks prior to course start date (ideally, at least 16 students). If registration is not looking promising, BC Sailing may cancel the class and refund any students who have already registered. Note this is a last alternative and we’ll do everything we can to avoid it, however, we will not risk running the course at a loss.
