Fundraising Policy

This policy applies to any members using the club facilities, membership information, the Argonaut Rowing Club name or the premises for advertising an event, product or service. 

 

1. All such events or initiatives require the approval and sanctioning of the Board of Directors or its Officers. 

 

2. The Board will assess the proposal in terms of the following: 

· What legal or financial liabilities may have to be assumed by the Board/Club? 

· What is the impact of using general membership? 

· What club funds, facilities and equipment or organizational resources may be committed (includes Summer Staff/bar/banquet facility/dock or rowing equipment) and what is the scheduling impact? 

· How does the timing affect or is it in conflict with regular budgeted ARC sanctioned fundraising events and objectives? 

· Is there consideration for a percentage of funds to ARC? 

· How are funds raised to be used? 

· When, where and how will members of ARC or the general public be made aware of how the net proceeds will be used? 

· Is the event budget viable? 

· Is the requisite insurance in place, relevant authorities notified and permissions sought? 

If all questions are answered to the satisfaction of the Board of Directors and its Officers, the event, project or service will be sanctioned. All conditions set out by the Board must be met by the organizers to be able to continue or sanctioning will be withdrawn accordingly.
