Penalties and Infractions Policy
Goal
All Argonaut members will comply with Club Rules, Safety Rules, Club Code of Conduct and will show respect in their care of the equipment that is entrusted to their use.
Purpose

When Club members do not follow the Rules (as above) and Code of Conduct the penalties as set out below will apply, according to the Policy. The intent is to keep our equipment in good shape and to keep our members safe by ensuring we all think and practice safety and proper equipment handling.
Applies to:
All members of the Argonaut Rowing Club, including coaches, coxswains, rowers, paid staff and visitors to the Club who are using the rowing equipment, the lower part of the Club building or the dock.  
Does Not Apply to:

On- or off-water accidents, collisions or incidents resulting in damage to equipment caused by Club members or others using Club equipment. These incidents will result in an Investigation and possibly the levying of a fine. It does not apply to individuals who have rented the upper floor of the Club building for a function.
Policy:

Failure to comply with the Club Rules, Safety Rules and Code of Conduct, not reporting Boat damage, and inappropriate use of Club equipment will result in the following penalties:
	First Infraction:       
	Verbal Warning

	Second Infraction:
	Suspension of rowing privileges. Off the Water 1-3 days

	Third Infraction:
	Off the Water 1-2 weeks

	Fourth Infraction: 
	Loss of Boat Allocation and review of current and future membership standing
